
SANTA CLARA PUEBLO V. MARTINEZ, 436 U. S. 49 (1978)

The Constitutional Question:
This case requires the Court to decide whether a federal court may pass on the validity of an Indian tribe's ordinance denying membership to the children of certain female tribal members.
The issue was whether or not the ICRA prohibits an Indian tribe from setting membership criteria that discriminate against women and tribal sovereignty.
